·Do	not	open	the	door	if	an Immigration	Officer	comes	to	your	home.	If	you	allow	them	in,	you	lose	
some	of your	rights.

·Do	not	answer	questions.	You	have the	right	to	remain	silent.	You	do	not	have	to	tell	them	your	name.	
Do	not	tell them	anything	about	where	you	were	born	or	how	you	came	to	the	United	States.	If you	are	at	
work,	do	not	run!	It	is	better	to	remain	calm.	Ask	the	officer	if	you are	free	to	leave	and	if	they	say	yes,	leave	
calmly.	You	have	the	right	to	speak to	a	lawyer.

·Give	this	card	to	the	officer	but do	not	open	the	door.	If	the	immigration	officer	is	outside	your	door	or
